In an analysis the author/speaker may have shifts throughout their piece. It may happen in the middle, or they may have shifts more than once. Your goal is to identify those shifts in their words and elaborate on how he uses words to convey his message in that section, why he uses those strategies, and what effect they have on the audience.
